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French & Indian Wars 2
1689

When settlers returned, they built their
houses close together in a village near the
harbor. Nearby, they built a fort, called Fort
Loyall. They wanted a place to be safe if war
broke out with the Indians again. And in
1689, it did.

King Philip’s War I
1676

The Indians were angry with the English set-
tlers for moving onto their territory and
cheating on their deals.This is a picture of a
Wampanoag chief, called Metacomet, or King
Philip, who led Indian warfare in New
England.

This time, a French commander led the
attack against the settlers. Major Benjamin
Church, who was a famous Indian fighter
from Massachusetts, came with his men to
fight off the Indians and the French and save
the town. But the very next spring, the
Indians returned and fought a bloody battle
for five days and four nights.The settlers
retreated to Fort Loyall, but when they sur-
rendered, they were nearly all killed or cap-
tured and taken to Canada. No settlers
would dare to return for 26 years!

Some Abenaki Indians made a surprise attack
on settlers who lived at the Brackett family
farm, where Deering Oaks Park is today. 34
settlers were killed or captured in a bloody
battle. By the end, the English settle-
ment was burned and destroyed.
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
